O Bebtelovimab 175 mg/2 mL IV injected over 30 seconds using a syringe extension set

Obtain vital signs prior to the injection/infusion and at the end of the injection/infusion

® Monitor the patient for any signs of an anaphylactic reaction. Stop the injection/infusion if any
of the following occur: Fever, chills, nausea, headache, bronchospasm, hypotension,
angioedema, throat irritation, rash including urticaria, pruritus, myalgia, or dizziness

® Monitor the patient for one hour after the end of the injection/infusion

For allergic/anaphylactic reactions

® Stop the injection/infusion and notify the MERT team

® Epinephrine 0.3 mg (1mg/ml) IM x 1 dose as needed for anaphylaxis (see above anaphylactic reaction signs)

® Diphenhydramine (Benadryl) 25 mg IV or PO X 1 dose for itching, swelling, or rash

e Famotidine (Pepcid) 40 mg IV x 1 dose for itching, swelling, or rash

® Methylprednisolone (Solu-Medrol) 125 mg IV x 1 dose for itching, swelling, or rash

e Albuterol sulfate (Proventil) 2 puffs inhaled every 10 minutes up to 3 doses for wheezing, bronchospasm
